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From the Pastor

Today, I will speak at each of the Masses announcing the
beginning of an increased offertory program that should
prove to be very important for the life of our parish. Recent
economic difficulties continue to affect our parish
financially, as it has many of your households. We continue
to experience a growing deficit in our regular offertory and
need to make a concerted effort to raise our Sunday
Offertory Collection. You may recall that six years ago we
initiated a similar program that yielded good results.

We realize that much has already been asked of you and
some families or individuals are experiencing difficult
financial times, but we are counting those who are able to
make a sacrifice and increase their weekly offering.

You will receive a program Brochure and
“COMMITMENT ENVELOPE” in the mail. This
brochure will contain special information about out
circumstances as well as a statement of parish finances.
Please read the brochure carefully and prayerfully. You will
be asked to return your Commitment Envelope to Mass on
Saturday, February 18" or Sunday, February 19"

As I mentioned in my column two weeks ago, consultation
on the Proposed Pastoral Plan for the Archdiocese continues.
This proposed plan does not call for the closing of any
parishes. It focuses on the means by which pastoral services
will be provided in our parishes. Each pastoral collaborative
will be served by a Pastoral Service Team. It is expected
that there will be 125 Pastoral Services Teams and most will
serve 2 - 3 parishes. The team will be composed of Priests,
Deacons, Pastoral Associates and lay ecclesial ministers.
There will be one pastor in each collaborative. It has been
proposed that our collaborative would be the three churches
in Marshfield. This is certainly good news for us since our
parishes have been meeting for years and sharing programs.
As the consultation now continues with Parish and Finance
council members, let us continue to pray for guidance of the
Holy Spirit as the Plan evolves. It is estimated that once the
Plan is completed and approved, it may take 3 to 5 years for
it to be implemented fully in the Archdiocese.
